BRING YOUR BIKE OR CARDBOARD BIKE CUT OUT AND PROTEST SIGNS

We are asking all cyclists and supporters in the Central Vic region to join the group on the morning at BENDIGO STATION, where the group from Castlemaine will be join forces with Bendigo Councillors, cyclists, supporters and the media. 

The cardboard bikes are a symbolic, creative way to get the message across, write a slogan as well!
CoGB council gave a unanimous vote last week to write to the Hon Lynne Kosky protesting the ban on bikes on Vline Services and to form a delegation of CV councils to meeting with Vline Senior Management. It is believed that the Mt Alexander Shire Council will announce a similar move after its Council meeting on Tuesday night, 22nd Jan.
Come tell your cycling story with others, come share a cuppa, and help to campaign with others to get the message across to VLINE that they must withdraw the bike ban now and improve the services for everyone. 
Transport is about 15% of Australia's greenhouse gas emissions, and about 17% in Central Victoria. If a person who normally cycles to the station in Bendigo, trains and then cycles in Melbourne, now has to drive all the way, then that would create an additional 28 tons per year, approx, and for someone commuting by car between Bendigo and Castlemaine it would be about 3 tons per year
