In preparation for discussion at this meeting, Alistair McDonald developed some general guidelines from an engineering and safety perspective for converting a pedestrian footpath into a shared path for cyclists:

· Good sight lines and no blind corners

· Low cycling speed (less than 15km/hr) environment

· Ideally short distance connecting cycling facilities

· Low pedestrian numbers

· Low number of property access points for pedestrians and vehicles

· No adjacent shop entrances
· On a critical route
· Current or anticipated future demand for cycling facilities
· No (or sub-standard) on-road facilities and no room for improvement
BAC members are encouraged to photograph potential locations to facilitate discussion at the meeting.

Examples suggested by BAC at 21 September 2011 meeting:

· Victoria Street (south side), Burnley Street to Baker Street 

· Victoria Street (south side), Burnley Street to Barkly Street cutting

· Smith Street (west side), Alexander Parade to Queens Parade

· Johnston Street (north side) between Rich and Nicholson streets

· Alexander Parade (south side), Smith Street to Brunswick Street (Marcus Coghlan)
· Queens Parade (south side) from Smith Street, heading east
